12.1.1A 1. The health department must provide a copy of the body of law (statutes, rules,

regulations, ordinances) that sets forth its mandated public health operations,
programs, and services or a listing of mandated public health services and the
reference to the legal citation. The health department must have copies or access
to the laws and regulations available to the site visit team. Examples include:
mandated vaccinations; mandated oversight of environmental public health
conditions, such as solid waste, small public water systems, underground storage
tanks, and hazardous materials; and various inspection programs, such as
restaurant inspections.
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
