The U.S. Food and Drug Administration today approved Harvoni (ledipasvir and
sofosbuvir) to treat chronic hepatitis C virus (HCV) genotype 1 infection.

Harvoni is the first combination pill approved to treat chronic HCV genotype 1
infection. It is also the first approved regimen that does not require administration
with interferon or ribavirin, two FDA-approved drugs also used to treat HCV infection.

Departments:

* Help disseminate professional training tools and
materials.
Use CDC'’s hepatitis campaign materials to help
spread the word about the importance of getting
tested for viral hepatitis.
Hold regular hepatitis testing events, and
participate in National Testing Day on May 19,
Continue to build coalitions to expand the ability
to reach populations most impacted by
viral hepatitis.
Support surveillance projects and
epidemiological investigations to help
understand the characteristics and needs of the
emerging hepatitis C epidemic among people
who inject drugs.
Develop more detailed information about
population-specific health disparities in viral
hepatitis prevention, diagnosis, care, and
treatment.
