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I enclosed a copy of the power point presentation that the State Department of Health uses to present to the USDA and some extension offices.  

I also enclosed the Platte County Health Department’s Sanitation Guidelines for Farmer’s Markets. 

If they are planning to give samples of cut fruit & vegetables, dips, etc. they are considered under our ordinance a temporary food establishment and will need to follow the guidelines in the other brochure enclosed (Guidelines for Temporary  Food Establishments).  They will also need to fill out and return to us the application for a temporary food establishment (there is no permit fee) and we will have to inspect their setup (since it is recurring, I assume, throughout the spring and summer we will more than likely only inspect it once). 

If they are selling eggs they should contact the Missouri Department of Agriculture for licensing information (573.751.5639 or 573.751.2495).
